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Senator VV. J. Deboe Seated.

Ratification Treaty Defeated by

43 to 26 Votes.

Washington, May 0. Senator W.

J Deboe, Kentucky's succesyor to

Senator Blackburn, was sworn in In

the senate.
The sundry civil bill was taken up

and authority given the president bj

an amendment, offered by Allison to

exercise the widest latitude In .choos-

ing members of the commission on

the Nicaragua canal route. An amend-

ment was agreed to 'appropriating
$30,000 for the Improvement of Tear

harbor, Hawaii.
The senate went into executive ses-

sion for the purpose of concluding

onsidcratlonof thearbitratlon treaty
in accord.ince with an agreement

made two weeks ago.

Tlie arbitration treaty vote has

been debited in the senate by a vote
of 43 to 20. It thus has failed to re-

ceive thenece''sary two-thir- required
by the constitution.

It was evident before the ballot was

completed that t'.ie motion to ratify
would bo beaten. The absence of

some senators,unpaired,who were con-

sidered iavorablo to arbitration was

accepted as an unfavorable indication.
The covert opposition to the ratifi-

cation was made very manifest after
the vote was announced. Some sena-

tors who were "recorded among the
yeas spoke quite openly of the objec-

tionable features, confessing that
they had cast their votes in the affirm-

ative in deference to public opinion.
Among those who were waiting In

the senate corridors to receive the
news was Michael Davltt, who ap-

peared much pleased at the result.
Senator Davis, chairman of the com-

mittee on foreign relations, declined
to express an opinion for publication,
but talked freely with his friends. To
them he attributed the defeat to the
feeling of dissatisfaction at England's
course In the struggle of the Greeks
to liberate Crete from the Ottoman
domination and Armenian massacres
and with the "evident" designs of

Great Britain upon the Transyaal.

The Western members of the house
are preparing to make a strong stand
for the retention of thednty on hides,
In the tariff bill, if that feature is

adopted by the senate. There was a
strong sentiment In favor of pro

tection for hides In the house, when
the bill was before that body, but no

opportunity was given the house to
vote on the question, a vote being
permitted on those amendments only
"which were proposed by the ways and
means committee.

In the committee Itself a proposl-tlo- n

was made to put a duty on hides,
when the Dlngley bill was lnprepara-tlo- n,

and the proposal failed by a
majority of only two votes. With
such a narrow margin against the
duty on hides In the committee, the
western men feel confidant that they
can carry their point, if tho question
comes to a vote in the house, particu-

larly as they are assured of the co-

operation of some liemocrats.

The open session of the senate was

devoted to the sundry civil appropria-

tion bill, which was not completed up
to the time of adjournment. Petti-
grew offered an amendment author-
izing the presldcnt.to suspend the or-

der of Presipent Cleveland withdraw

ing millions of acres from the domain
and constituting them is rorost re-

serves.

The amendment also propped mi
appropriation of SIoU.OOO for the Mir
veys of ,lio43 land-- . In coars of
debate, Alllsjn stated ,that the main
portion or the amen Imcnt had be on
piepuied by tlio secretary of the inte-

rior under the oye of the president.
Pettigrew added that assurances had
been given he would not say from
whom that if the amendment was
adopted the president would suspend
the order. In response to a state-
ment from Morgan that a point of
order would be made against the
amendment, Pettigrew declared that
if the amendment wentouton a point
of order he would see that the pend-

ing bill did not pass until sonic relief
was given as to the order creating tl e
foreign reserves. Final action was

deferred.

The Republican senators held a
caucus, yesterday, and adopted ttie
report of the committee on commit-
tees. Important changes are: Scwcll,
of New Jersey, on appropriations;
Galllnger, of New Ilampshlrc.on com-

merce; Burrows, of Michigan, on
finance; Clark, of Wyoming,and Fora- -

ker, of Ohio, on foreign relations;
Spooner, of Wisconsin, on judiciary;
Carter, of Montana, relinquishes in-

terstate commerce to Elklns, of West
Virginia, and takes the latter's place
on military affairs and territories;
Piatt, of New York, and Hanna, of

Ohio, arc added to naval affairs; Fora-

kcr to Pacific lailroads; Spooner, of

Wisconsin, to prlvilcgesand elections,
and Nelsop, of Minnesota, to public
lands.

By the changes in chairmanships
the following secure places as chair-
men: On census, Carter; on coast de-

fences, McBride; on education and la-

bor, Kyle; on university of the United
States, Wellington; to examine the sev-

eral branches of the civil service, For-

akcr: on immigration, Fairbanks; on

library, Wetmore; on manufactures,
Mason; on naval affairs, Hale; on priv-

ileges and elections, Chandler; on

printing, Lodge; on public lands, Hans"
brough; on relations with Canada,
Spooner;on territories, Shoup;on trim-portatio-

and ioutes to the seaboard,
Piatt, of New York.
