CONGRESSIONAL

' Several Test Votes Taken

“The Senate Is Making Good Pro-
i gress on Tariff Bill.

WASHINGTON, May 28, —The =onate
wade good progress on the tariff bill
disposing of about ten pages. Several
votes were taken, the finance com-
mittee being sustalned In each case by
majorities varying from six to six-
teen. Thedrug schedule was under
debate, nud the discussion was largely
techinleal. Oeccasionally, however, It
branched off to the general phases of
the tari?, but at oo time during the
day was there a speech of more than
five minutes duration.

The questions involved in the con-
ference report related to the suspen-
sion until Mareh 1st next of President
Cleveland’s proclamation embracing
large areas as forest reserves, making
immediately available 297,333 for the
contract of work on the Mississippi
riyer and 810,000 for the inprovement
of Pearl harbor Hawail.

The gquestion of forest reserves wils

discussed atlength. Senantors from
the states alfected by the forestry or-
der urged the rejection of the conler-
ence report and the absolute suspen-
sion of the president's order. Cannon,
of Utaly, referred to the order as bar-
barous and inhuman, Stewart, of
Nevada, eharacterized itasa'‘disgrace
to American civilization and the
wourst,  oubrage of the last  half cen-
tury."
@Pettigrew asserted the order was
the result of the “lgnorance of Grover
Cleveland," He said in South Dakota
the area included as part of the forest
reserve contained seventeen postofiices
12,000 people and firfty miles of rall-
rond. He urged also that the acad-
emy of science which recommended
this act should be rebuked and favored
the defeat of _the sundry eivil bill
riather than the order stand.
