The actions of congress and legesla-ture- s

during recent years arc convinc-

ing observing voters that some form
of the Initiative and referendum is

Imperatively a necessity as you said
in your weekly of March 18.

History proves that governments
by a few have always become more or
less perfect machines for the subju-

gation and plunder of the many, and
ir the people or our United States
would much longer delegate their
lawmaking power entirely to a few
representatives our government too

would become just such a machine.
That the people or our union have

been losing ground In their battle
with the monopolists Is plainly
proven by the fact that the people arc
now ' tiylng to get laws passed which
were once In operation but were re-

pealed by our representatives
at the command of the few privileged
wealthy.

For Instance the people are demand-

ing the free coinage of silver which
wo once had, they aro demanding an
Income taxc, which was once success-
