sell the said animal at a time and place
therein named, not less than five nor more
than ten days from the date thereof, to tbe
highest bidder for cash. Such sales shall be
public, and shall be held at the city pound
and no bid shall in any case be received for
any animal fcr a sum less than the fees of ira-- 1

ioundin''. advertising, keeoinr and selling
tlse same, togetherwith an amount sufficient
to procure a license for the said animal, for
wh ch last amount tbe purchaser or owner
shall receive a license upon such animal for
the current license year.

The city marshal shall be entitled to charge
fur impounding, posting notices and selling
such animal a fee of $1.50 for each male dog
and a fee of $3 for each female dog er spayed
slut, and for keeping such animals the sum of
25 cents per day.
