We know there are men

sometimes thrown by accident, or
peanut politics, Into high places, for

which they have neither the taste,

nor tulent, nor qualifications, who

think they may practice nepotism

without detriment or damage, be-

cause they do not expect .a repeti-

tion of their luck, or have too much

sense lo aspire openly to a "second
inning." There is noduty devolving
upon the public more important and
Imperative, tian the selection of

clean men for public places. To keep

the public sense awake this duty
nnd to.protcct the public offices from

foul nesting, all nepotism should bo

prevented, If possiblo or promptly ex-

posed and denounced. When It is

understood that the putting of rela-

tives In office cannot bo practiced
without Inviting opprobrium on these
officers, they will not only ceaso to
make such appointments themselves,
but they will not dare to recommend
them to others. Tho public Is being
educated on this subject and fast
reaching tho conclusion that those
who confer the honor and emolument
of public trust on relatives, saves in
a few exceptional instances, cannot bo
men of high instincts and Incor-

Section I It is hereby made unlawful for

any person or persons to keep a dog or dogs,
within the limits of the city of Salem, of the
ncre nf more than four months unless the
owner or keeper of such doj, or dogs, shall

pointed by said city marshal, and he is hereby
authorized to seize, impound and sell or kill
and bury any and all dogs, sluts or spajed
sluts found by him within the limits of the
city of Salem, Oregon, the o ncr or owners of
uluch have fai ed 10 procure nn 1 pay for .

lotice on the city bulletin board and shall

nil ch last amount the purchaser or owner
shall receive a licene upon such animal for
the current license year.

'Uie city marshaUhall be entitled to charge
for impounding, pos'ing notices and selling
such animal a fee of $1.50 for each male do"
and a fee of S3 for each female dog or spa,, l1
slut, and for keeping s.uch animals the sum of
25 cents per day.

In case a sufficient amount is not bid f r
any animal to pay all fees, charge ami

fee upon ths same tlu city martial
may, at his discretion, adjourn such sale from
daj to 'ay, not more thin three days in all,
ur 11 no sumcieni uui is maue lor any animal,
the city marshal is empowered, authorized
and instructed to kill and bury th samo at
his own expense.

Section 4. No slut or female dog, in time
of heat, or vicious or mad dog, shall be per
milled to run or be upon the public streets or
allejs of the city of Salem, whether licensed
or not, unless securely muzzled or led by a
ropeor chain by the owner or keeper thereof,
and it shall be lawful for any person to kill
any such dog, slut or spaped slut so found atlarge andthe owner or keener of anv vncK
dog, slut or spayed slut permitting the said
aog, siut or spayed, slut to be at large in vio-lati-
