Tho bill as it ia ofTercd today afTords
no protection to agricultural staples.
There is remaining, I presume, no ad-

vocate, of tho protective tariff system
who will contend that in this bill, with
theso import duties, there is uffoidcd
any protection or benefit of increased
price arisi'ip from import duties upon
any of thoso commodities of which wo
export oar surplus, nor aro there re-

maining at tho present tirco in tho
bchool of protection very many men
who will contend and none who will
provo that the indirect protection afford-
ed to tho farmer by tho tariff on man-
ufactured poods is sufficient compensa-
tion to him for tho vast cost entailed
upon him in cairying tho protcctivo
tariff system upon manufactured goods.

It has becomo npparont to all thought-
ful observers, and certainly it is known
to all who liavo any direct connection
with tbo r droitural industry of tho
United States, that tho fuuncr cannot,
and tho n.a i who i- .u!s him woll knows
that tho f "t ii v v. ill not, much longer
bear this huu!c:i.

Thcro aro threo remedies polblo.
Tho second remedy, and ouo which I,
as a believer in protection, would bo
reaely to tm ept rather than to hold to
and voto for an iuetinilublo bill, would
be nbsolnto freo trade, by which the
farmer might buy ns cheaply as ho is
compelled to sell, and that remedy this
congress will not Ecck to enforce. Thcro
remains, then, but tho third tho appli-
cation of an export bounty which shall
iu a measure givo restitution to tho
farmer for tho higher prices which ho is
compelled to pay in protected markets.

No proposition based upon tho decla-
ration of equal protection to all tho in-

dustries of tho United States is com-

plete, nor can thero bo successfully
mado a contention that it is just, unless
it gives to tho exporter of agricultural
staples from tho United States an equiv-
alent benefit to that given to the manu-
facturer by tho imposition of an import
duty.

A duty of 85 conts n bushel upon
wheat is n delusion and a snare. The
farmer of tho United States gots no ben-

efit from it. Tho imposition of duty upon
cotton, if that woro attempted, would
bo cf no vahio to tho cotton producer.
Tho imposition of a duty on ryo is of no
value to tho farmer of tho United States.
Every other protected industry has a
direct benefit from this tariff, becauso
whero wo do not produco iu the United
States sufficient for our own consump-
tion and n quantity considerable in ex-

tent for export tho import dnty serves
as a means whereby tho local producer
can cuhauco tho price, to tho local con-

sumer.
Tho immediate benefit to the farmer

derived from the treasury of tho United
States would not bo all. For this com-

paratively small expenditure to him ho'
would receive for-thes- o staples moro
than $225,000,000 in higher prices thau
ho now receives. It is true that this
would iucreaso tho price of breadstuffs
Jo the consumers in tho cities, but uu-rt-

the declaration made hero today
that with higher prices the people will
Iw more able to buy vrd will liavo a
larger cousuraptiou of wheat and wheat
flour and other agricultural staples in
tho cities of tho country than we havo
now at tho low prices.

Hcretoforo I havo discussed
it on tho stump, advocating it in gener-
al terms, but as soon as I am confronted
with responsibility which obliges mo to
leck more closely iuto its application to
all tho people I am simply discharging
r.iy duty when I seek to amond this
Meaburofo that it shall bo honest to all.
