Oiio of the bost speoch.es mado in tho
houso whilo tho Dingloy bill was being
discussed was rondo by John O. Bell of
Colorado. With facts which aro indis-
putable and logic which is unanswer-
able ho exposed ninny of tho fallacies of
protection.

Who ever heard of the laboring man
gel ting rich manufacturing? Tho sta-

tisticians clearly figured from tho cen-
sus of 1 880 that about fl per cent on
our duliablo list would cever tho differ-
ence between tho European wago Eched-ul- o

and ouis, or that about 18 per cent
ad valorem covered tho eutiro labor cost
of our list of 1880. Whilo tho manufac-
turer then asked for tho poor laborer
his 0 per cent ho got for himself at tho
hands of congress six times G per cent.

"Is thoro any reason why a high tariff
affects wages injuriously? Yes; by en-

abling employers to build up a vicious
trust system for tho manufacturer and
ngainst tho laborer. Tho high tariff
makes tho manufacturer complete mas-
ter of tho wageworkor.

"Jn tho review of B. G. Dun & Co.,
in their weekly review of trado, dated
Feb. 12, it is stated:

'Now, my friends, let mo ask you,
was it the iking or lowering price, that
employed these thousands of men? Our
friend Mr. Hopkins of Illinois tolls of
tho benefits of u higher duty on iron

land steel. Did tho steel rail pool need
Imoro tariff?

What is the differeneo iu giving the
manufacturer a doublo profit through a
high tariff or tmough a pool? Do they
ever shr.ro tho profits of tho pool with
labor? No. Will they over sharo tho
profits of a tariff? Nover.

'It takes no political economist to
rtuswer these questions. If tho United
States manufacturers can reap twico tho
profit under a high tariff by limiting
themselves to tho homo market and
running Halt timo, wny suouiu tney
run full timo and invade foreign mar
kets? They never will. They will sit
down comfortably and sell their limited
Ripply of goods tor increased proms,
'making them nioro than wholo, whilo
the laborer tramps tho country in search
of work just as ho now does under the
trust svstem.

'It is uufortuuato that tho humdrum
of tho taiiff has been sounded in tho
ears of the pcoplo until many of them
really believe that foreign trado is un-
important, if not a curso. Why did tho
breaking of tho steel rail pool put so
many men to work? It was because tho
consequent lowered price for iron and
steel brought most liberal orders from
abroad as well as at homo. Supposo
the tariff had been prohibitivo and
we would imvo been connnea to tno
homo market. Would tho manufacturers
have mado so many goods? No, but thoy

tv.onld havo doubled their profits on
v hat they did mako. Tho peoplo could
ih t havo bought so many becauso of tho

Mixreased price. Who would havo suf- -

fftred? First, tho workmen, becauso thoy
; would havo had fewer goods to mako;
secondly, tho consumer, becauso ho
could not havo bought so many at n
higher prico. Who would havo been ben-
efited? Tho manufacturer, becauso ho
might havo mado and handled less
goods, made u doublo. profit, and really
bavo gainod, as ho would have had fow-e- r

to handle for tho samo profit.
"This bill will increaso tho manufac

turer's proiits on tno individual arti
cles, but will lessen the power of tho
peoplo to buy or use his wares.

It ib tho poverty of tho buyer, not
tho producer, that must bo relieved bo- -

loro things will thrive.
'Tho manufacturer has every facility
produco, hut no facility to sell.
"It is tho consumption that must

Bret bo stimulated, and that will stim-
ulate production.

Journal of May 10 organ of tho Sugar
trust that "if over a monopoly existed
in tho sugar refining business it oxists
no longer, and it is not likoly that it
will ovor be renowed."

news. Tho Journal was discussing
an amendment to the senate bill to havo
refined sugars pay tho samo duties as
raw sugars in cases whoro tho manufac-
ture is controlled by a monopoly. If this
"visionary proposal" should pass tho
senate, it would jeopardize tho tariff
bill and tho Sugar trust's tons of
millions of surplus profits, which aro so
near at hand that tho mouths of Havc-moy- or

and Searlcs aro watering for them.
Tho Sugar trust trembles at tho prospect
aud tries to keep up its courago by hav-
ing its organ iuferm tho world that "A
lot of such visionary proposals will, no
doubt, bo Introduced whilo tno bill is
under diFcurricn, but in tho end tho
sound judgment men will control and a
tariff bill be passed without very much
change from tho sonato schedule"

Tho trust may bo right. It usually is,
for it can predict what will happen to
tho sugar schedulo of tho senate bill. It
knows hat demands will bo mado by
its agents and tools in tho senate, and
it also knows tho power of thoso who
rnako demands to enforco them. It puts
