Woods Hall, have been planted at the
fisheries on the New Fngland coast,
and 2,000,000 of shad, co'lcctcd in the
Potomac, Susquehanna and Delaware
rlycrs, were distributed along the At-

lantic coast from Massachusetts to
Florida.

About 100,000,000 lobsters have been
taken to Maine and Connecticut.
These arc being liberated by several
vessels engaged In the work.

From the hatcheries on the Greek
Lakes 125,000,000 whitefisli fry atd
153,000,000 lake trout fry have been
planted.

The hatcheries at Quincy, 111.,

Neosho, Mo , Manchester, la., Lead-vill- e,

Cole., and San Marcos, Taxes,
have collected and distributed 30,000,-00- 0

and about 100,000,000 bass. Aux-

iliary stations arc In comtcmplatlon
in the Clackamas, Rogue and Salmon
rivers, in Oregon, on Puget sound and
Little White Salmon river in Well-
ington.
