The outlook for the miners'
In this fight is not as favorable ne it
might be. The manifestations of
real restlessness in all secllons warned
operators of the impending strife. For
two weeks Lhey haye been storing
coal. The Ponnsyivanla Railroad
Company has been confiscating fuel
for a week. There are fifty miles of
londed ears on the sidiog In the vieln-
Ity of the great conl-shipping center of
Cleveland.

The railroads in the Pittsburg dis-
trict have not been able to supply the
unusual denand for cars made by the
operators, In several places the rail-
roads themselves have stored up great
quantities of coal. At the end of the
Twenty-second-street bridge In Pitts-
burg a greal foree of workmen dumped
slack and coal from eopal trains all day
Sunday.

These facts aid not welgh with the
miners' oMeers. They could not.
The pressure from the constituency
to move in but one direction was too
strong to be resisted. The strike had
