Ed Jouunal.- :- Ir the supply of any-

thing Is not equal to the demand, the
price will rise In proportion to its scar-

city The above statement is Just as

applicable to money as tocouioditlcs,
though our financiers seem oblivious
of the facts, yei we-- ' find expressions
of politicians who lielong to the dif-

ferent parties, that a large supply of
currency will Increase prices. But

high prices arc uot wanted by the
wealthy class, because they buy every-

thing, therefore low prices will en-

able them to buy valuable property
for a song. Hut the Interest, of the
producers and all other classe , Is best
subserved by high prices, because they
sell everything. Wc arc told that the
working man Is far better off when
low prices prevail, for a dollar will
buy so much more than It will when

prices are high. It Is true a high
priced dollar will buy much more than
a cheap dollar, but how about the
chances of getting the dear dollars
when business is stagnated and labor
creases to be In demand, even at low
wages, and thousands, upon thous-
ands of willing hands arc thrown out
of employment! No one finds fault
with gold as being of no value, but
many arc convinced that the scarcity
of the yellow metal renders it unfit
for th& entire needed volume of the
circulating medium of exchange.

Thcpractlce of Increasing the vol-

ume of currency with anything that
needs ledemliuii is, to say the least,
a misciable subt ifuge. By this In-

censing the volume of currency It re-

veals the fact that the champions of
the gold standard know right well

that gold alonecannot furnish enough
money for the wants of trade. The
substitution of bank notes for pri-

mary money is reprehensible, because
the increased volume of redeemable
currency encourages an expansion of
business adjusted to the fictitious vol-

ume, consequently' wheneer an unu-

sual demand for gold accrues, the
substitute If withdrawn from circu
lation brings on panics. It
seems to me linii all ur oircuUtlng
medium should be legal tender, and
all of it issued by congress direct to
the people. Then congress would not
lie compelled to sell bonds to buy
gold with which to redeem Its papers.

As congress has all power over
money matters, why should not that
August body be required to lss-.i- e a
sufficiency of legal tender paper to
supplement the coin, until the gold
lields shall have at least, quadrupled
the supply of the yellow metal, and
silver lias been rcmonetlzed? Let
hypocritical savants of the money- -
