“More than 1,800 claims against
the state haye been filed with the
secretary of state during the present
year, and are now awniting payment,
For each of these cla'ms two vouch
ers have been Issued, an original tiled
in the offive and & duplicate handea
or «ent by mall 1o the elalinant, mak-
Ing more vhan 3,600 vouchers *which
have been made out, This has made
nbout double the usuwal amount of
work In the ofiee of the secretary of
stnte, and the work is now only halr
done, ns each - of these clalms must
again be examined, under the opinion
uf the supreme courty which will  per-
haps soon be hunded gown, and the
mosl dimeult and complieated part of
the labor is yet to be performed, In
comparing ench of the various classes
of elafms with the general laws and
the opinlon of the court, insteud of
with the appropriation bill,

“The cluiws referred to, for which
t vo sets of vouchers have been issued
and which are now pending for set-
tlement, do not include the clalms of
the militla, amounting to $30,000 a
year, and the state university,
aun unting Lo the same.
