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THE HOTTEST DAY.

How Home of Salemls Fleshy Men Keep,
Cool During the Hot Weather.

The weather or the past few weeks
has been unusually warm while the
heat of the past week has been espec

ially oppressive. The thermometers
were closely watched Wednesday
which was considered the hottest
rtav of the season but "old Sol's" rays
beat downjwlth Intense heat yesterday
and at a numbarof places during the
nrtcrnoon. thermometers about tne
business houses, Indicated 100 degrees.
The Heat was extremely oppressive
and the atmosphere most sultry, nota
breath or air stirring. The valley
was lined with a cloud or smoke that
seemed to act as a lens for tho hot
raysof the sun. Friday was undoubt-
edly the hottest day or the season and
Ice cream and lemonade booths en- -

loved a big business throughout the
afrcrnoon and evening.

In making his rounds Tor news this
numiing Col. Jeff Myers suggested to
a Journal, teporter that he ascertain
how some of Salem s corpul nt resi
dents manage to keep cool this hot
weather. Acting upon his suggestion
tho reporter called on several or Sa-

lem's heavy-weig- ht residents and in--
qdired the methods they adopted to
keep cool.

City Recorder Ed N. Edes was the
tirst man of this class encountered,
and to the question "How do you
manage to. keep cool this hot
weather?" replied: "By taking off
all the clothes I can and conform to
the law and then stand over a grating
and allow the wind to circulate
through my clothing."

Deputy Comity County Clerk F. A.

Turner said: "We fleshy people don't
keep cool. I remove my coat, vest,
cjllar and necktie, and stand aiound
In my shirt sleevesand create a breeze
by fanning myself with an old straw
hat."

G. W. Johnson, the clothing mer-

chant, was next seen. "I manange to
keep computable this hot weather by
dressing as sparingly as the law will
allow and by frequently visiting the
Spa, which is conyeniently located
near my place of business."

Councilman E. F. Parkhurst seemed
Insulted when Informed that he was
classed among the fleshy people of the
capital city. Tho reporter explained
things satisfactorily when he told of
his .defective eyesight. The good-natur- ed

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APPOINTMENTS

Made by Governor Lord.

Col, A. I. Wagner of Salem Suc-

ceeds General Compson,

Governor Lord today mado two lm
porlant appointments, Railroad Com-

missioner and Dairy and Food Com-

missioner.
Col. A. I. Wagner, of Salem, Is

named for the ofllcc of Railroad Com-

missioner, A'icc II. B. Compson.

Hon. W. W. Baker, of the Portland
Rural Spirit is named as State Dairy
and Food commissioner , vice II. C.
Luce of HUlsboro.

The commissions read "in place of
the person of" whose term has

Govenor Lord lias refused to recog-

nize the bonds of the pretended hold-

over commissioners. When the legis
lature Tailed to organize, these ofllccs
became extinct, on the ground that
these olllccs cannot hold foreyer. as
that would be contrary to public pol
icy.

Secretary of State Klncald urged
that appointments be made at once,
as ho was desirous of having the mat-
ter tested in the courts, whether the
officials in question were In olllce or
not. The governor expects that a suit
will be brought to test the matter as
to whether Compson or Wagner Is

railroad commissioner. Of course he
will recognize Col. Wagner's bond and
the latter will be sworn in and enter
upon his duties nt once.

Col. Wagner- - filed his bond and
took the olllee this arternoon and is
now holding the olllce. Col. Compson,
is at Yaqulna Bay and has not been
heard from. The appointee Is 43 years
old, came to Salem in 18U9, taking the
Wlllamettee hotel which he has

ever since. He Is the
Democratic member lof the board,
and has all the qualifications for an
efficient commissioner. He came to
Oregon from California, has been sec-

retary of the Salem board of trade
since its organization. Mr. Wagner
is an experienced and energetic busi-

ness man, of conscrvftlve views and
who will seek to faithfully represent
the commercial and shipping Interests
of the state.

W. W. Baker is the father of tho
late state printer Frank Baker, and
well known as editer of tho Rural
Spirit. lie held the ofllcc when It was
first created and is entirely compe-

tent to lill the place, possession of
which will probably bo resisted by
Mr. Luce, the present official.

FRUIT SHIPMENTS.

It Is Predicted That Over loo Carloads

Will be Shipped This Season:

The following from tho Eugcno
Guard would Indicate that tho fruit
growers of that section of tho state
ate shipping considerable fruit this
season: Tho packing establishments
are very busy with large amounts of

green fruits to handle.
Tho Earl Company Imp already

loaded cloven cars and shipped them
and will load three, more tomorrow,
and continue with from one to six
dally for some time. They predict
that they will ship from this point HO

car loads of Italln prunes, already d.

ten carloads from Crcswcll

and twelve from the Humphrey
orchard at Irving, and probably two
or three from Junction City, makinir
a total of 75 carloads of this one kind
or.fruit, besides the 20 carloads of
plums, sliver prunes, etc. Mr. Ladd,
of California, an export, Is superin-
tending the packing.

The Jeffries' company has already
shipped four car loads and expect to
ship at least twenty cars more.

The total number w uld then be 110

car loads.
This Is only a portion of our fruit

us the dryers will have at least a
month's run and propably bundle as
much as will bo shipped green.

Six or seven years ago, a person
would have been adjudged mentally
unsound to have predicted the poss-
ibility of sucli shipments. And it
must be remembered that most of the
orchards arc only from four to eight
years old. Next year they will double
thcoutput."
