Clackamas County Flax,

L. D Mumpowerand M. [Riebholl,
farmers, liviog about six miles from
Oregon City, have marketed thelr Dax
crop by stowlng it lan 8 box cur at
Oregon City, for shipment to this
city, according to their contract with
the Woman's Flax Association. The
flax was pulled two weeks ago, but
It seems to bave dried very little, and
it s more than twice as heavy as the
same bulk of hay. The stuff Is bound
in'sheaves like grain, and is shipped
fn that form. From an acre Mr.
Mumpower harvested two and one-
half tons of the flax, and from a half-
aere Mr. Riebhoff obtalned a pood
ton, the stalks varylng from 30 to 44
inches in length,
nol particularly enthusiastic for the
industry. ‘They say if the crop does
not bring at least #15 a ton it is a
losing Dbusiness to ralse it, The
price 15 said to depend on the length
of stalk, and runs from 85 to 825 ,
ton.
