PRUNES AND PLUMS.

How to Preserve Those Cracked or

Burst By Rain.

Many letters have reached me with-
in a week asking for information as
how to preserve the many prunes and
plums which were cracked or burst
open by the late rains and, of course,
cannot be evaporated. Heretofore
no attention has been paid to conserve
fruits, which as a general rule, are
the finest being the ripest but no
doubt the probable demand for fruits
for Alaska occcasloned those

Prunes which were burst by rain,
and all prunes too small for drying as
well as apples, pears, cherries and ap-

ricots not saleable In their fresh state
should be conserved. The fruits, af-

ter bolng washed, are placed in a copper-

-lined kettle and boiled soft (pears
and apples being first quartered, skins
left on), then passed through a slve,
which leaves the pits and seeds, cores
and skins of whatever kind of fruit Is

being prepared. The jam thus pro-

duced is again put into the kettle and
boiled down, sugar being then added
to all-ta- rt fruits. Great care must
then be taken to prevent scorching by
constant stirring, with a wooden spoon
or paddle, using the confectioners
mode of stlrrins in the shape of a
figure "8." When of the proper (con-

sistency, which is ascertained by

placing a spoonful an a plate, and If
no juices sop irate It Is all right. It Is

then poured on wire trays, on which
waxed papers hac been spiead to hold

tho jam, and put Into the evaporator

and dried under a low heat. If for
family use, the jam Is placed on soup

pl.Ues and dried In tho oen. turning
over occasionally, also under moderate
heat. When nearly finished and dry
enough so they can be handled, these
cakes are taken out and placed on

clean boards and exposed to the air,
which will make tliem firm and hard.

They aie LIi.m cut into strips to
suit and pi ked IiboXiiS, lined with
waxed papor, and between layers,

either for market or home consump-

tion. These eakeb w 111 keep for many

years without deteriorating, and are
particularly valuable for military
posts, ship and steamer use, camping
parties, farmer, mining camps and

in climates where ordinary jams or

jellies will not keep, and are especi-

ally appreciated In years when fruits
are and high. To prepare them

for table use, take the desired quan-tit- y

of tlio cake, add sufficient, hot

water ana allow it to dissolve for one

hour, then put on the stove and let

it come to a boil; add spices if desired,

to suit the taste, and you have a de-

licious refreshing dessert.

Governor Hastings Edict.
HAnmsBuita, Pa.Sept. 13. On

account of the horrible slaughter at
Lutlmcr, In tho coal regln, the goy-crn- or

issued the! following' proclama-
tion:

"Whereas. It has been represented
to me by tho proper authorities of
Luzcrcne county that rlotlous

exist In various sec-

tions thereof, wl.ercbyttie lives and
property and the pcaceanduvfiafety'of
the people are threatened, and which
the civil authorities aro nuable to
suppress; and

"Whereas, Tlio constitution and
by-la- ws of the commonwealth au
thorlze and require the governor,
whenever it may become necessary,
to employ tho military of the state to
suppress domestic violence and pre-

serve tho peace;

"Now, therefore, ItDanlcl Hastings,
governor of the commonwealth, do
hereby admonish all good citizens and
all persons within the eye and under
the jurisdiction of the commonwealth,
against aiding or abetting any such
unlawful proceedings, and I do hereby

notify them that tho lives and prop-

erly of all citizens of the common-

wealth will be protected, that the
humblest citizen will be protected in

his right to earn a livelihood and In

the enjoyment of his homo and the
safety of life and property will bo

guaranteed on all occasions, at what-

ever cost; and I do hereby command

all persons engaged in riotous demon-strarlo-

and unlawful conduct
threatening the peace and dignity of

the commonwealth of Pennsylvania,
to disperse forthwith to their respec-

tive places of abode, warning them
that persistence In violence or unlaw-

ful assemblage will compel such use of

the military arm of the common-

wealth as may be necessary to enforce
obedience to the laws and tho nialn-te- u

nance of good order.

this 11th day of September, in.ihe
year of our Lord one thousand eight
hundred and nlncty-seen- , and uf the
commonwealth of- - one bundled and
twenty-seven- .
