This was a sample of comments
made, tbougb some members of par-

liament are averse to further inter-
fere at either Madrid or Washington.

Sir John Cullom, a retired naval
officer, said:

"I am very doubtful as to the qual-

ity of the stragetic knowledge and
ability of tbe Spanish naval com-

manders. They are brave men and
good navigators, but 1 would not be
surprised if their strategy proves en
tirely defective, as I do not think
they have had any training. Accord-

ing to reports, they have locked up

tbeir fleet at Cape Verde, but I fancy
they hare not been quite so foolish as

that, and tbat their ships will be first
heard of a good deal west of those is-

lands. They must know tbat Ameri-

ca's plan of campaign will be to de-

liver an attack on Cuba within 24

hours after tbe declaration of war."
"Are the Canary Islands and Cape

Verde Islands strongly fortified ?"
"They have a few modern Searth-wor- ks

there, but these should suffice,
as no admiral would be justified in
risking his ships against any modern
earthworks armed with moderately
good guns. Besides I have always
suspected that France has a lltn on

the Canaries, assbc has Immense In-

terests in Spain, for which I am In-

clined to believe the Canaries are
security. I do not believe the United
States nary will operate bo far away
as the Canaries.
