MARIA TERESA SUNK

Story of the Attempt to Save tho

Spanish Flagship,

She Sinks Ueneath Three Miles of Water
nnd Thus Ends the Story of

Cervera's Flagship.

A thrilling story of the sinking of
tho Maria Teresa, the news of which
has already been Riven in Tin:
Journal Is contained in tho report
of Lieutenant Commander Harris to
tho Secretary of war. It is as fol-

lows:
"On November 1, at 1 a, in., I found

it was blowing hard and went on tho
lower brlduo. Wo had left WatllnR'a
Island lli(ht abeam at 10 o'clock, nud
up until tnldnlulit tho weather was
pleasant and all went well with tho
ship, although wo had troublo In
keeping tho pump In tho forward fire
room from being choked with coal.
Tlio wind continued to Increase In
force until perhaps .1 a. in. when it
rose to its height.

"Tho sea continued to rise until
perhaps 0 p. m. There was a heavy
sea all tho'followlng day.

"Up to 1 o'clock n. m.. we were
running the starboard main engines
and had steam on tho two central
bailors and three of tho short forward
boilers, but tho troublo In the for-

ward ilrcroom caused tho steam to run
low and reduce tho fires under the star-
board after boiler, and we stopped tho
engine so as to run thn steam up for
tho pumps. The pump for keeping
tho water from the forward compart-
ment was drlvcu by a belt and when
tho sea broke over the bows tho belt
becamo wet und slipped. As soon as
tho wutor was up to tho floor placo la
tho forward tire room tho rolling or
tho ship swashed Into tho coal bunk-
ers and carried tho coal out, choking
the pump and carrying' the floor
plates about, which mado It dilllcult
and dangerous to work there,

Abont 8 o'clock I called for volun-

teers to hoist coal and water into the
ash hoist. Everybody responded and
the work was continued as long as It
seemed of any uso. About 3:30 o'clock
It was roportcd that water wus com-

ing Into onoof tho starboard forward
coal bunkers and running Into tho
tiro rooms. Whore tho water camo
from we do not know.

"About 2 o'clock tho eloycn-lne- li

gun In the after turret ran out and In
twice. It recoiled tho second time
and something gavo way und It set-

tled to extreme elevation and re-

mained stationary. About 11:30 we
signalled tho Vulcan to ask tho Mer-rl- tt

If we could be turned safely to
run for the lee of Wutllng's island.
To tins Captain Wolcott replied 'No,'
and as Captain Crittenden thought
wo would sink If wo tried to turn.
tills idea was given up.
Doth tho Vulcan and the
Mcrrltt could with dllllculty keep us
head to tho wind aud the sea was
running so high that tho Vulcan's
blttH started, or tho tow lines parted.
Tho ship would fall into tho trough or
the sea. Capt. Chittenden asked me to
signal tho Vulcun to cast,od tho Mor-rltt- 's

tow lino and havo tho Morritt
como alongsldo. I thon assumed tho
command, told tho men what was to
bo dono, and assigned them stations,
I told the chief engineer to start the
onglno to aid the Vulcan in keeping
our head up. Ho did so, but it would
run but a short time with tho steam
wo had. Wo signalled tho Vulcan, 'Wo
are about to abandon ship. Try to keep
us heud to wind.'

"I ordered Capt. Lecato to tako
chargeor tho Ico surf boat, and when
It was lowered to tho rail ordered
Capt. Chittenden Into It against his
repeated protests Ho was placed In
tho boat with his son. Tills boat was
uriablo to reach tho lines we had
astern, but the Merrltt picked her up
and after taking Chittenden aboard
towed tho bout to our len quarter and
repeated this maneuver each trip
forming a lee for the bouts to como
uudcr, then towing them back. She
was splendidly handled. From 1 to 2

o'clock the work of transferring tho
crew continued.

"In all the trips ho poured oil lit
thosponsons on both sides and tho
Vulcun also used oil to make It
smooth where tho embarking was
dono. I doubt if wo could havo
worked without It. The ship labored
more and moro heavily. Before wo

left tho bridge shorolled her sponsons
under.

"She fell Into tho sea very heavily
and shuddered as she rose. There
was no water aft. The Vulcan did
her best to keep her head up 6teerlng
to starboard and going at full speed
while the sea beat tho Teresa's head
to port. Throughout the day the
Vulcan did everything possible. With
the exception of three men who got
drunk and gavo much trouble, all the
crow behaved well. Every man did
his duty and my orders were Instantly
obeyed by wreckers and men of tho
navy.

'Wlllard Crossett, buglar, was sig-

nal man and was as cool us possible,
He made no mistake1 und was very
useful to me as a .messenger. About
4:30 ho mado signal, 'Hang on to the'
wreck uutll you are sure she Js sink,
ing,' We will hold on until she sinks
or parts the tow line.' Tt'c last big-n- al

he made was, 'These two boats
will take all.' After that I had to go
aft to force the druoken men over-
board, and about 6 we were all off,

"The boat were hauled under the
stem as near as It was safe where the
nil and tho leo of the ship made It
tmootb, and were held by one line
while another line with a ladder at

tached, floating to tho stern. Two
double-bight- s wcro stopped on the
right side to go ovor a man's shoulder
Tho end wis slackened from the ship
and when two men Jumped they woro
hauled Into tho boat. A very lino
follow named Olsen uttonded to this.
When all had gone but ho nnd I, ho
cut tho lino nnd wo Jumped togethor.
It wan (perhaps 5:1)0 when wo reached
the Mcrritt. While she was 'getting
tho surf boat, tho Vulcan slipped tho
hawRerof tho Infanta Maria Teresa.
I expect tho wreck, dragging oil to
port, brought all tho strain on tho
port bridge, and started tho bltts.

"When tho boats wcro In, tho
Mclrlt at my request, started to speak
tho Vulcan, but was unable to reach
her, and sho apparently did not hear
our whistle. Tho Morritt then re-

turned to find the wreck, but could
not do so. Tho search continued
until 1. p. pi. tho following day, when
sho headed for Charleston."

Tho greatest regret was expressed
In official circles regarding tho loss of
tho Maria Teresa. Acting Secre-
tary Allen of tho nayy said tho loss
A'as much greater than any Intrinsic
value represented In tho ship. Sho
was tho link that, connected tho
great naval victory with tho United
States. It was a sentiment bred In
this country that succeeded in raising
her nnd It was tho wish of tho wholo
peoplo that sho should bo brought to
tho United States. It was tho gcn
orul Impression about tho state, war
and navy building that tho loss of tho
Teresa would provont any further
attempt to bring any of tho other
vessels to this country.

It is tho opinion of tho navy depart-
ment that tho government has losti
besides the value of tho ship herself,
only the amount of tho per dlom ot
$600 per day through the sinking of
tho vessel, because-- tho contract up
pears to havo required tho delivery by
the wrecking company of tho ycssi'
at tho navy -- yard at Norfolk.
