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MORALS AND DOLLARS,

Standard Oil and Water of Life Will

Not Mix

Person Who Evades Just Taxation
Is No Better Than a

Larcenlst.

BY WILMAM J. IlllVAS,
Standard Oil and tho water of Life

will not mix.
"If a man say 'I lovo God' and

hathcth his brother, ho is a liar, for he
that loyeth not his brother, wlnm ho
hath seen, how can ho lovo God, whom
ho lmtlijnot seen?"

Thus does John In his first epistle de-

nounce those who pretend to lovo the
Heavenly Father, while thoy hato tho
earthly brother. Christ condensed the
Ten Commandments into two when ho
said; "Thou shalt lovo tho Lord thy
God with all thy heart, and with all

thy soul, and with all thy mind. This
is tho llrst and great commandment
and tho second is like unto it, Thou
shalt lovo thy neighbor ns thyself."

Tho first defines man'H duty toward
tho Almighty; the second hl duty to-

ward his fellow-me- n. Tho fatherhood
of God unil tho brotherhood of man aro
parts of tho same gospel and cannot bo

separated. Wehavono way of meas-

uring iiiuh'h lovo toward tho Creator,
except by tho good-wi- ll which ho man-

ifests toward his follow creatures.
Tlicro is a wido zone between tho af-

firmative bonovolcnco which religion
commands and the rectitude which gov-

ernment compels. Tho Christian can-

not content himself with a llfo of neg-

ative harmloKsncss; thu fruits of the
spirit must manifest thomsolves In

iwsltivo helpfulness.
Tho object of this nrticlo, howovor, is

not to "point out ways in which the
Christian brother may aid his brother,
but rather to Indicate n few ways in
which ho may bo doing Injustice to him.
Tho subject of taxation Is an ever pres-

ent one. If, because of a bad system of

taxation, or because of tho faulty ad- -

in n stratlon of a uood one, taxes are
collected in such a way that sorno pay
more than thoir share and others less,
InJiiBtlco Is done to those ovor-burdene- d

and partiality shown to those too lightly
taxed. Tho wrong done In this way ap-

proaches, If it does not reach, tho pro- -

jwrtlons of grand larceny. Tho orHon
who robs by forco or by fraud Is no more
gullty,from a moral standolnt, than the
man who purposely secures legislation
which ItransforoH to tho shoulders of

others tho public burden which ho him
self ought to bear. Can tho Christian
who loves his brother conceal from the
assessors property rightfully subject to
taxation, or favor tax systeniH favorable
to himself and unjust to others?

Honest differences of opinion un to thu
merits of uny prooscd financial policy
are to bo expected, but there ought to
Iki no differences of opinion as to tho
Ideal policy toward the securing of

which every effort should Imj directed,
Tho questions what money is sound mid
what dollar makes the nearest approach
to honesty may afford ground for dls-put- o,

but there should lie no dissent
from tho proposition thut the best dol-

lar, no mutter what system secures it,
is tho dollar which is most stable in its
purchasing power. Absolute stability,
if attainable, will give us an absolutely
honest dollar; but such u dollar has
never yet been devlisl, In money, u
in other mattem, wo Htrivo for prefec-tlo- n,

knowing that it cannot be fully at-

tained.
Kvery flueiitatlon in the purehaHlng

power of the dollar Injures ttoimi one. If
a dollar rlncs in purcliUHing power it
iHinetlta thoHO who own money and thoso
who hold contractu payable In dollarn,
but it liijurcti thoMe without money, uud
tliOHo who proiluco wealth. A dollar
which fullM In purchaHing ower pro-

duce tho opposite effect. To iucreiiHO

the number of dollaro called for In a con
tract would not Do toleratini (or 11 mo-

ment; to increase tho purchasing power
of tho dollar, however, hoa exactly the
mime effect. Tho pureliaHiiig jtowor of a
dollar may bo changed by legiiilation,
For timtuuco, other thinga being ispiul,
legislation which Ichsohb the whole of
Mtaudard money incrondOH the value of
each dollar, Thia idea wiih forcibly set
forth by Mr. McKiuley in a iceeh
niailu lu Toleiln, Ohio, tit 1891. HiK-a-

fug of Mr. Cleveland'!! hostility to ullver
hovald: "He wan determluiHl to con
tract tho circulating medium and de--

monetiso one of the colim of commerce,
limit the volume of money among the
people, malo money wareo and tlioro-for- e

dear. Ho would have inorwiHisI the
value of money and diminished tho
value of everything clue money the
master, everything elo tho servant."

It legislation Intended to make money
pcarco and therefore dear, makes money
tho master and everything eluo the ser-
vant, can Christians ignore tho moral
question involved? Conditions havo be-

come so alarming that church organisa-
tions aro beginning toaouuda nolo of
warning.
