This *“wwise saw " might
properly read, "It costs
more to BE {ll than to BE
well.”" The source of all
health is rich, strong blood.
It is to the body what the
mighty streams are to the
earth, If the blood is pure,
the body thrives; if the blood

is weak or impoverished,
then every pulse-beat carries

in the individual, and through the indi-
vidoul to bulld np a public conselence,
man must be taught to make conaclence
paramonnt to every other characteris-
tic, The private school where these
principles are tanght along with secular
knowledge {8 the nation’s strongest bul-
wark."

Bishop Montgomery was followed by
Professor George W, A. Luckey of the
University of Nebraska, who spoke on
the development of moral character.
Prof. Luckey said in part:

“Progress in civilization is the result
of man's continual effort to realize him-
self in higher and nobler conceptions of

individual if through all these changes
he continues in harmony with the high-
est conceptions of his age and brings his
offorts to bear in the direction of trup
progress,  All education should tend to
muke the individual more of &8 man as
well as more efficient and more uwseful
both to himself and to others, For this
reason whatever be given as the true
aim or ideal of education, the develop-
ment of moral character will always
play an important and ever increasing
part, Weoften hear it sald that the
character of the people is becoming
wonker, that the men of om times lack
deciglon, parpose, courage, persever
onee, discipline and religions convie-
tions, But belore accepting these stato-
ments as final we should consider the
age in which we live.  Ideals and condi-
tions of life have ehanged. We are liv.
ing in a different age, under a new sky,
and breathing a different atmosphers,
Civilization has carried us forward. We
could not go back if we would, and we
would not if we could, If charncter
really menns  the distingnishing qual-
ities of individuals, the personality, the
originality, the independence of thought
and action, the nobleness of purpose,
the persistence of effort, the faithinlnese
to duty and the loftiness of ideal, then
there is a greater degree of character
munifested today than in any other per-
iod of the world's history, The char-
acter of every community as well as of
every nation depends upon the charac-
noter of the individuals of which it is
composed, It can neither be better nor
worse,  As to the time when we shall
begin to develop the character of our
c¢hildren, | agree in part with Aristotle
when he says that the state shonld be-
gin the edoeation of the children before
the marriage of their parents. Belore
birth and before prenatal life the forma-
tion af the charscter of the child rightly
begins. Common sense in selecting life
companions, proper cultivation of mind
and heart, congeniality of home sups
roundings and eareful observance of the
laws of health all tend to strengthen the
character of the offspring. Passing to
the next important period of the child's
life, the one extending from birth to st
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child, During those firet five vears the
individusl has lived faster, learned more
| andd established a greater degree of char-
acter than will be possible again in any
other five vears of his life. The years of
childhood come but onee, but the lessons
they teach and the experiences they give
cean  never be eradicated, Character
like morality and religion is not some-
thing that can be assumed or rejected at
will, It s the very essence of the ln-
dividoal's life. Would you establish
noble characters in your children begin
by laying the foundation for strong and
healthy bodies, Not only the ph sieal
features but ull the muscles of our bodies
come 1o indicate the Hives we have led,

“Teaoh the child to become 8 careful |
ohserver of the phenomena of pature, to
classify and remember the lmportant
features, to dispresent relations and in-
vent new ones, 10 make acourate gener-
alizations, and finally to express his
knowledge in clear but terse English,
and you will have given the foundation
for s sirong charscter. In all  educs-
tion the leacher must be gulded in her
efforta by the interests of the child, It
must be a growth from within  rather
than a flling wp from without, an as
similation and an appreciation rather
than the mere accumulation of knowl-
edge. The great sep in the develop.
ment ofthe willisto  sarround the
¢hild with proper comditions of life
Sufficient nutrition and healthy en-
vironment issure w0 call forth innu-
merable movemonts, both natursl and
pleasurable, laying the foundation for
varsatility and evennesss of disposivion,
