A llon's flrst slgns of anger are as
follows: Its tall rapldly twists from
glde to slde, the bottom slightly ralsiog
and the black tassel nt the end beating
the alr; It lowers Its bhead more than
ustinl and growls, at intervals showing
fta teoth. Then Its volce becomen loud-
er, It roars, shows Its teoth nnd lowers
Ita ears, the movements of the tall in-
erensing all the time.

AL the time of charging—that Is, at
the helght of Its anger—the tall rises In
the nie until 1t Is almost vertieal, the
black tuasel continnes to move, the ears
are Oattened completely, and the anl-
mal comes toward you at o slow trot,
then at a gallop, and fOoally springs
forward with open mouth and extend-
od claws,

Sometimes It sbows these various
symptotns without ehurging, resteained
by prudence, but it never chnrges with-
out showing them, When the tall rises,
the hunter ¢an bring Lis rifle to the
shoulder and awnit bis opportunity.
