ta Collected by All Counties Ex-

cept Multnomah.

Sections Owing Least Number of Sheep

Pay Greatest Amount of Tax Marion

Contributes a Ooodly Share.

Tho refusal of Multnomah county to
comply with tho new law requiring n

levy for tho purpose of maintaining n

ecalp boawty fund, lias aroused consid-

erable dfscusalon throughout tho state.

Wln the b'lll was introduced last
winter by Rep. Williamson, of Crook,

It was represented to bo a bill for tho
protection of sheen, tho expense to be
borne principally by tho sheep owners.

Tho bill provided that 1 cent a head on

sheep and J mill on other property real
nnd personal be levied In each county to

bo turned over to the stnto treasurer for

a "state scalp bounty fund" to bo paid
out In bounties, for the calps of wild

animals destruclUo to sheep.

Tho bill passed with little opposition,
nnd tlio records show that with the ex-

ception of Myers, nil of Multnomah
county's representatives voted for it.

But in order
that JocnvAL readers may form a cor-

rect idea of the working of the law somo
correct figures aro presented herewith,
nnd particular nttcntlon is called to tho
fact that these figures aro not garbled by
leaving out of consideration tho atnountn
raised by tbo 1 cent tax on each head of
sheep, as was tho case with tho figures
recently given by a paper published in
Portland, Multnomah county.

Tho fifteen counties, Baker, Crook,
Curry, Gilliam, Grant, Harney, Klam-

ath, Lake, Malheur, Morrow, Sherman,
Umatilla, Wallowa, Wasco and Wheeler,
with 1,310.001 sheep will contribute

10,34t to tho scalp bounty fund.
Tho remaining eighteen counties, with

210,804 sheep, If they nil pay, will con
tribute $27,440 to tho fund. With less
than ono fifth as many sheep tho latter
group contriuuto nearly ou per cent
moro money.
