WHAT ARE OUR RIGHTS IN CHINA?

Mark II. Dunnell discusses tho ques-

tion In tho August Atlantic and con-

cludes: "At tho present tlmo wo havo

by treaty tho right to Import goods and
trodoupon torms ol entlro equality with
ovory other nation. Whllo tho right of

Importation and trade Is limited to tho
treaty ports, our goods pass, through
Ohineeo agencies, to ovory part of tho

country. No nation tins any particular
trado privileges or Immunities. Tho

tariff on imports is llxcd, not by legisla-

tive enactment or royal edict as in

Western lands, hut tho treaty, and tho
treaties which China has entered Into

with tho several powers establish uui.
form rnt08. On practically oil tho
dutiable goods tho rate Is Iho per cent
ad valorem. Inasmuch as this is fixed

by treaties, tho Chlncso government
cannot altor it at will, nor can it grant
any special privileges, owing to tho ex-

istence o( tho most favored nation clause

In all tho treaties, It Is apparent there-

fore, that our trading privileges iu China
do not rcBemble those which wo on Joy

iu other countries. Thoy aro In tho na-

ture of vested rights, which cannot bo

abrogated or Impaired at tho will of

China bo long as she exercises sovereign

ity ovor her present territory. China is

not a full sovereign Btato. Tho treaties
which we'o forced upon her by war
matorlally limit her sovereignity and
make her, in a very real eeiiBo, tho ward

of tho Western powers. Tho rights of

tho powers in China aro by treaty Joint
and equal, and hence any assertion of

exclusive rights may bo opposed by the
other powers as n matterof strict right."

It would appear that that tho Powers

havo not much to gain by whatever may
happen In China, Any oxtentlon of

trado privilege will fall equally to our
share, and tho conservative and moni

tory policy of tho administration havo

been undoubtedly tho proper attitude.

Tho New York Crltorion tor August
discusses tho increased Interest in Chl-

ncso civilization, and warns Americans
not to lay up tho bars of prejudice too

high. It says:
"Thoy aro incomprehensible to us be-

cause tficre is no remotost traco of kin-
ship between their raco and ours. Not
a tradition, not ono root-wor- d is com-
mon property. An unsympathetic
scrutiny of them discovers as little of
mutnallty bctweon them and ourselves
as the Martians would offer.

"This, word, uusynipathotlc, is used
advisedly, for theio aro astute mission-
aries who tell a different story from that
presented by tho writers of rcadnblo
books. Among these devoted peoplo,
who moy have precipitated tho present
troubles, thoro are those who have,
united with their spirit of loving-kindnes-

a profound ethnological senso ; and
for many years they have been protest-
ing against tho Idea that tho Chlncso
havo no traits, virtues, or human charm
to appeal to Anglo-Saxo- n taste."

Tho administration iat Washington
deserves praise for its attitudo of mod-oratio- n

iu dealing with tho situation In

China. Wo havo all to gain in a tono ol

toleration for tho weaknesses of a gov-

ernment whoso peoplo wo cannot undor-Btan- d,

and whose .history and race pe-

culiarities aro almost unknown.
