—

Thinks the Time Has Come
for Progress All Aronnd.

Favors Mroe Use of Vocal
Music and Addition
of Grades.

Hon, M. L. Ohamberlain, chairman
of the committee on revising the course
of atudy and arranging the grades to in-
erense the efficigney of the Balem puoblic
schools, was asked what changes or im.
provements in the management wonld
be attemp'od and discossed the general
situation as follows:

“You ask if there arechangeaconte m
plated by the Boaed in the management
of the schools for the coming year?

“Nodoubt there will ba in some par-
ticnlars., An act of the recent legislature
provides for, and enlarges the duties of
#choal directors, but not having carefully
redad thislaw, 1 am nonable to say what it
proposes to do,or the changes t) be made,

“I can only epeak for myself on  these
matters; but one thing seems imporfant
and necessary at this time, and that is
to advance the work and increase, if
possible, the interest in the school
room.

“For several years past the Board
have had their hands (all in lookiug
after the finances of the district, almost
loaing night of all elee. The supporters
of the schoole have nobly come to onr
relief. As witness the prompt action in
taking np rome $30,000 of the indebted-
nesy  agsivst o, aud  the willingness to
vole at onur annosl mectings any lax
levy the Board might ask for. [ am be.
ginning to think, if our schooly are not
up to the standard of excellonce they
shonld be, it isnot the fanlt of the 1ax-
payers aud patrons who contribate to
them. ‘

vanced school than the capital of the
gtate oup or does afford, But one can
