FRUIT BY

STEAM

Dr. J. F. Cook's Large' Evap
orator Has Arrived

The mnchlnory of Dr. J. F. Cook's
large stoam fruit dryor arrived today,
and tho doctor will soon have It In-

stalled at his fruit farm south of Sn-

lom. It Is said to ho the llnost fruit
dryer In tho state. The onglno Is or
25 horse powor, and the capacity or
tho dryer Is ,150 bushels a day, but, by
some slight additions to the plant, the
capacity can be about doubled.

Dr. Cook has a farm In the
Sunnysldo fruit district, of which HO

acres nro In prunes. Dr. Cook reports
his trees very heavily loaded with
fruit and snys he has found It notes-sar- y

to prop up his troos. He reports
that hlmsolf and growors In his Iniino-dlat- o

vicinity will havo tho heaviest
crop in the state, an assertion Hint
finds confirmation In the condition of
tho troos, which nro londed so heavily
that sonio or tho blanches aro break-
ing. An oxporloncod prune man told
Dr. Cook rocontly thnt his 30 ncros
would ylold 1000 -- bushols of groon
fruit, but tho doctor thinks the ostl-innt- o

Is a Httlo largo.
