Superintendent Cal-brea- th

Makes Re-

port for June

Number of Patients Steadily
Increasing and General
Health Conditions Re-

ported as Excellent

The board of trustees for the Insane
asylum held tho rogular monthly mod-In- g

at tho capltol yostordny after-
noon, when Superintendent Calbrcath
submitted his report for tho month ot
June, showing tho condition of affairs
at the institution, nnd tho cost of
maintenance for tho month. Tho re-

port showed an Incrcaso of 22 in the
number of patients under treatment,
with n total of 1324 In tho Institution
on June 30th, tho closo of the month.
Tho general henlth conditions nro re-

ported good, but thero wero 12 deaths
during the tcantl).

The statistical report shown the
number of pntiouts recolved during
tho month, and those discharged, died
and clbpcd. with totals an follows:

Total n.imhsr of patients May 31 nt,
1302.

Itccolvcd during Juno 12, and one
escnped pntlont returned.

Thero woro discharged, threo re
covered, four Improved, ono not Im-

proved, one eloped tnd 12 died, lonv-In-

1324 June 30th.
Thero are 1C0 ofllcors and mn ploy cs

at the Institution, nnd tho per capita
cost of keeping patients Is $10.44 per
month. '

Supt. Calbrcath reports tho Insane
patients from. Alaska, cared for at tho
expense of tho federal government, an,
In a satisfactory condition. There
nro 34 of theso patients, and tho cost
of tho caro ot these for tho past threo
months aggregated $1517.80, a bill for
which will bo forwarded to the Interi-
or department at Washington.

The board of trustees o tho Orogon
reform school also met at tho capltol
yesterday nfternoon, nnd Supt H. K,
Dickers filed his report It shows 119
boys In tho institution on Juno 30th,
and during tho quarter 13 woro ro
eelved on commitment, five oscapos or
paroled boys woo returned, 22 woro
paroled, and ono escaped, whilo only
ono died during tho quarter. Tho su
perintendent reports Improvements
under way In the Bovornl buildings of
tho school, nnd tho growing crops nro
reported In excollont condition. Dr.
A. 11 Tnmioslo, tho physician of tho
school, reports the sanitary nnd health
conditions In very satisfactory condi-
tion.

San Francisco, Cat, Jujy C. (Spe-

cial to Salem Journal,) Tho E. Clem-

ens Horst Co. give this report for
publication:

The situation with regard to the
growlufj crop Is as follows yr

Mendlclno will run aboutone-thlr-d

short of last year, Sonora county will
run about one-sixt- h short aiid Yuba
and Placer counties aboutlho same.
In Sacramento and Yolo counties tho
crop will run about ono-ftft- short,
though In Sacramento counties we
have hod very heavy north ;wfndB dur-
ing the last 48 hours, andjqulte a
number of hop trelllaiflelds'havo been
blown down, and It Is Im'posslblo at
this writing to estimate howmuch of
the crop will be lost by reason of this
storm. All tho crop In California will
probably run 10 per cent short of last
year,

The stock of hops Is prety well
cleaned up, and only a fow lots mo left
unsold In Sacramento and Sonora
counties, Tho rest of the stato is
practically cleaned up of old stock.
The market, however, Is without llfo
ap t? the old crop.
