Thcro nro Improvement adopted In

England, Franco, Gormany and Italy,

twenty and thirty yean ago, which we

haro not yet adopted at all or only par-

tially or Imperfectly," wrote It. H.

Dana, In "Tho Appointment and
Tonuro of Postmasters," and James L.

Cowles quotes this aa a preface to his
article In the Outlook on what the
postofflco might do. He says that a
dross suit case was presented at tho
Now York postofflco for mailing to
Hew Haren, and after considerable
parloy It woa accepted, the postage
costing $3.08. A few days later Mr.
Cowles rocelvod a letter from Assist-
ant Postmaster General Wynne-- stat-
ing that Uio postal service Is Intended
for tlie Interchange of correspondence.
and not to convey freight or express
matter.

Hinco 1880, says Mr. Cowles, our
postal movement has been practically
one stop forward, two steps back.

As long ngo as 1880. Dr. Stephan. the
great postmaster gsnoral of Germany,
called nround hlra tho representatives
of the leading nations of Kuropo and
established tho International parcel
post union. Today this sorvlro covers
thirty-fiv- e of tho countries of tho world
letter post union, and nioro than half
tho civilized world, but not tho United
Htates. Under It cloven-poun- paresis
go today from Gormany to Italy for a
quarter: to Egypt for 4B cents, nnd
by virtue of our ono parcel post con-
vention with a European powor, to the
United State for 58 rents, plus our
aurtax oj S centsIn all C3 conts.

Swllxorland taken cloven-poun- par
cols from any postofflco In tho republic
to'tho most distant chattel on the
farthest Swiss Alps for 8 cents, this
charge also covering an Indemnity of
S3 for a delay of over 21 hours be-

yond tho proper delivery, and Insur-atir- o

against loss or damage up to $3
a kilogram.

Tho Swiss post takes 'a
packet from Uio postoOlce (o tho ad
dress for 33 cents, Thero satins to Jio
no limit to tho weight of tho Swiss
larcol, and Its only limit In bulk seems
to bo tho slie of a railway car door,
two motors In any direction.

These sudden
deaths aro more Itablo to be men than
women. Mr. fcli dead on tho
street or In his olflco whllo writing toi-

lers or preparing a sermon or doing
something or other. "Found Dead In
Ills Room" Is becoming a very com-
mon headline. Those deaths aro hard-
ly over accounted for. Generally somo-thln- g

Is said about tho heart somo
vnguo Insinuation that tho heart was
not acting In n proper manner but, as
a rule, no explanation which Is really
.iitlonal is furnished.

It U a well known fact that the heart
Is a muscle. If tho muscles of tho body i

aru allowed to becomo flabby, the heart
also becomes flabby. A flabby heart
Amy bo trusted to pump tho blood
through tho syHtom ordinarily, but a
sudden fright or emergency, n sudden
expenditure of energy, as in running
up steps or any other unusual excrclso,
Is liable to overpower tho heart. It
suddenly stops, nud tho man fulls dead.

Tobacco tends to produce a flabby
heart: whisky tends to produce en-
largement of tho heart; lazy, Indolent
habits weaken tho heart and thin tho
veutrlclox. That mnn who Indites edi-
torials, dictate letters, but takes no
muscular exercise, Is In danger of fall-In- g

dead. Tho life Insurance mnn bet-
ter steer clear of him. It Is of vastly
more importance to know what his hub-It- s

nro with reference to physical exor-
cise than to know whether his grand-
mother died of heart dlseaso or hla
grandfather had rheumatism. Tho doc-
tor might n great deal better Intervlow
his wlfo and discover how tho man es

himself than to examine tho
blood for microbes or tho urine for
urate crystals.

It n mnn must bo strenuous, let him
bo strenuous all rnuud. Ho should tako
a little strenuous physical excrclso ev-
ery day as well as strenuous mental
work. It Is even dangerous to neglect
to tnuo unity physical exercise. Fatty
degeneration Is Wllllug more men today
than U smallpox. -- Modicul Talk.
