Tho Issue will be made squarely
Monday whdther any grades above
tho ninth grade shall be taught In
'the, Salem public schools. That
question must be voted upon at the
election Monday.
.. A tenth grado was Introduced the
past year and was carried on with-
out oxpenao to tho taxpayers. To
vote that Salem schools shall not
carry any grades abovo tho ninth
grado really moans to cut oft the
tonthi grade that Is already established
so far as It Is possible to do that
without an express vote of the dis-

trict.
Tho teachers of tho East school de-serv-o

credit for their enterprise In
not holding graduating exercises at
tho end of tho ninth grado, as has
been tho custom In- the past. Salem
schools havo been made ludicrous1 by
graduating boys' and girls In their
short clothes who could scarcely
spell well.

To settlo the matter tho Salem
board has ordered the question to
bo decided by a square vote on next
Monday, and all voters will express
themselves for low- - grade or for high
grado public schools.

Tho effect of voting for low grade
schools will be to put Salem Into the

communities, educa-
tionally speaking. It will put Salem
below fourteen other cities In this
state and bolow towns1 like Sllvei1-to-

Jefferson and Woodburn In our
own. county. '

To vote for grades abovo the ninth
grado means that Salem shall bo put
on a par with all tho boat school
cities In tho United States, and with
tho capacity for good government
ovlncod by our people, our city will
soon havo tho best schools In tho
state.

Tho question of who shall bo elect-
ed director Is secondary to tho ques-
tion' of low grades or high grades. If
our school aro to havo only tho nine
grades In tho East school and only
sovon oc eight grades In tho other
schools, thoro Is no n5ed to keep
high-price-d principals omployod. Any
good grammar-grad- o teachor enn do
tho work In tho ward schools and but
one principal will bo noeded In tho
East school. Teaching tho lower
grades requires nblo grammar-grad- o

teachers, as all ho largor boys and
girls will go to the private schools,
or leavo school nt tho eighth or ninth
grado. Tho Umo lias como whon1 Sa'
lomi school district must go forward
or backward. Grades must bo votod
up or down and Tho Journal bolloves
it 'is In tho truo intorcst of tho pub-

lic schools, of tho institutions of
higher education, and of tho entire
community to voto for the establish-
ment of grades abovo tho ninth.
