The Bnglish Hop Market.
(From the London Times.)

Earlior than ever before the board
of agriculture has issned the annual
proliminary statement relating to the
total production of hops and the esti-
mated yield per acre in this country;
the table was printed in our columns
on Saturday. This is the first instal-
ment of what are generally known as
the agricultural produce statisties, and
itt will probably followed some
woeks hence by similar statements con-

cerning this year’s total
and yield per acre of the cereal and
other crops in Great Britain, The cul-
tivation of hops in Great Britain s re
stricted, as is well known, to some
half dozen counties of England, the
total extent of hops ontside these
counties being only 188 acrom, as c¢om-
pared with 47,611 acres withthem.

The total production of hops this
yvenr estimated at 282,330 ewt., is seon
to be ns much as 138,738 cwt, less than
lant yvear’s crop, which was estimated
at 421,008 cwt. The erop of 1904 ia
thus 83 per cent., or one-third, smaller
than that of 1903, although this year's
extent of hops was almost the same as
that of last year, being only 138 acres
less. The present is the 20th econsee-
utive vear in which the produee of the
hop erop has beon officially estimatod
in England, Within this period the
estimated total production has fluctu-

ated boetween o maximom of 776,144
ewt. and a minimum of 281,021 ewt,,
the former having been recorded in

1886 and the latter in 1888, two years
Inter. This vear’s total production of
282 330 ewt. escapes being the lowest
on record by the trivial quantity of
420 ewt,
