Indians Recognized.

Aberdesn, Wash,, June 27.-RA R
Archer, Uheobalis county assessor, to
whom has been given the task of allot-
ting the lands on the Quiniapit Tndian
resarvation, and who has been made
disbursing agent for tho department of
the Interior, says the allotment will
be made before fall, Mr, Archer thinks
that about 800 Indians will be entitled
to recolve land, on the basis of 50
acres of agricultural land, or 40 acres
of agricnltural and 80 neres of grazing
land, or 160 acres of grazing land to
avery man, woman and child. Bhould
an Iodian desire but 20 neres of agri-
culturad land, ho would be entitled to
120 acres of grazing land,

The reservation contains about 224,
000 aeres of land whieh ineludes some
of the finest timber remaining in the
state. It is sald that most of the In-
dians  bave prastically made their
choloe of location, and that they have
shown their worldly wisdom In the se
leetion of the finest lunds in the re-
sorva. Most of the land along bhe
Quininult river, with its famous ml
mon, is aiready vsed by them as squat-
tera, and their rights in this respect
will probably be serupulously observed
in the allotment, which they are said
to be anxious for.

For many yoars the longing oyes
of the white man have been turned
toward the reservation ns o place of
big trees and fine fishing, and not a
fow have held themselves in readivess
to take a homestead or a timber elnim
there when the lawl was allotted, But
it looks ns if all such would be doomed
to disappointment, as present indiea-
tions are that the best of the remaining
timbor will beturned into the Olympie
forest roserve, whieh it adjoins,

In the ovent of its being thrown
open to settlers, it would first be nee-
omaury for congress to pass a spocial
law bofore it can be taken, which
would further delay settlement.—As
toria Budget,
