have honrd so muech about, says the
Capital City Newa

A large erowd went up from Rigby,
and they were astonished at what they
say. It is reported on good authority
that about 250 bushols of theso pests
aro dostroyed every day, and still they
ecome, A novel method has been put In
operation to compass their destruetion.

Just north of San Anthooy a Inrge
eanal about B0 feot wide runs from the
north fork of the Buake river westward
toward the Bagun bench, The erekels
coma to this stroam and sttempt tu
oross, and are carried down the swift
current,

In soveral places along the enunl
boards faced with tin bent over at the
top are put in the stream, forcing ev-
erything on the surface of the water to
pasn through an opening a few feat
wide,

At the mouth of the funnel-shaped
arrangement two wooden rollers are
plased, whick are turned by means of
phddle wheels in the wator, and the
erickets are thus crushed by Lhe mil
lions, It seems impossible to drown
thom, hence this crushing process. In
somo seotions they are being checked,
but in others they seem to be increas-
ing. .
