Ho is a gnvduato of tho
Oregon Agricultural college, being the
valodlctorian of his class, and also
grnduato of tho commorclal departmont
of tho Ituskln college of Chicago. BTo

was principal of tho Roseburg school
Inst year and wna for this
year but will rosign to rocolvo tho
position with a hlghor salary. In spoak'
Ing of him last ovonlng City Suporin
leuuont rowers oxprossod himsolf as
bolng very woll pleased with tho so- -

lection and thought that Prof. Smith
would provo n strong addition to tho
high school faculty.

Tho next business of importanco to
como up for tho consideration, of tho
board was tho question of sowcrago in
regard to tho ParTc nchool. This was
brought up by Director Leo, who was
in favor of permanently improving tho
existing condition, no was also sec
onded In this by Eploy and Byrd, but
Croisan and Condlt woro only In favor
of a temporary "makeshift." Loo waa
was in favor of establishing a soptlo
eowcr tank similar to tho ono put in
nt tho North School last yoar and
which hiw given good satisfaction
Croisan suggestod that now holes bo
dug and that tho closots bo moved,
Dr. Byrd stated that tho Improvement
wns mado at tho North School last yoar
with tho understanding that ono school
should bo taken, up each yoar until
nil woro provided with soworago fa'
ellltlos and he thought thftt the Park
school was next in lino. After remarks
by tho members of tho board, Byrd
moved that tho committoo on repairs
bo instructed to invostigato tho con

dition nnd report their findings at tho

noxt regular mooting, which is in .

Tho closets at tho Park school arc
tho old fashioned klud, sot ovor a

bolo In tho ground. This has not only

becomo a nuisance, but is n positive
monnco to tho health of tho pupils
and tho residents of tho neighborhood.
A great deal of complaint has boon

mado in regard to it and tho nood of
immodinto action seems npparont to all.
Tho presonco of tho creek near the
school makes it an ldoal sight for tho
establishment of a septic sewer tank,
and this scorns to bo tho logical so-

lution of tho problem.
