schooners and other kinds of boats

Among the boats taking part in

It stands in the
conventionalized bow of a vessel,
The scrolls which form the bow are
repeated four times around the bhody
of the cup and Immediately below a
band of short eurved lines symbalize
water. The inscription “Astor Cup
for Sloops" in ralsed letters, Is ahove
the figure, around the rim of the
top. The stem which connects the
body of the cup to the base {8 chased
with a delicate vertical figure of
scholls.
