Without Complying With New
Law and Many Brands

of Red Tape

Instead of being done In 15 mln- -

ntes as Is now the case, after Sep

tember 29 tho process of final admis-

sion of foreigners to citizenship will

require at lenst 90 days, and In many

cases a much longer time. This
change has been brought about by

an act of congress, which orders
many radical changes in the process

of naturalization.
Tho requirements generally re

main tho same, namely, a declnra
tlon of Intention of becoming a citi
zen, and tho application for final
papers not less than two years after
tho declaration. The applicant must
havo resided lu the United Stntcs at
least flvo years.

Under the new law. tho bureau of
