DISPUTE
SETTLED

Old Bone of Contention Be
tween Eastern Oregon
Counties Is Adjudicated

When tho bill, which has been In-

troduced In the souatu by Senator C

J. Smith, of Umatilla, will huvo pass-

ed auuceesfully through tho course
of legislation and has received tit"
algimture of unproval from the gov
ernor, all of the troubles nud em-

barrassments ondured In the pas
by the counties of Union. Wallowa
ami I'inatllhi will have been put to
an end and the authorities of earl:
oomily will know tho extent of their
Jurisdiction, which has been merelv
a matter of conjecture and mutual
agreement up to the present time.

The bill la Introduced for the pur
)mm of establishing the boundary
line botwewn the trio of miniature
eomuion wealths, fhjch overlap uach
other, which has hitherto been known
only as the "summit or the lllue
MoHNUIn range." Since the sum-
mit or the mountains mentioned Is
lint and many ihousuudH or aeree In
extent, this inscription has boon al-

together uncertain and chltnorlonl
and the sou roe of unlimited trouble

ml dlapiite over since the counties
have been In exlsteuoo. In ordor to
settle the dlllloulty Senator Smith
seourwl the passage of a mensum
nuthorlilng tho selection of u com
mission of one man from oaoh of the
three counties, ono of whom hail
been the surveyor of Wallowa oountv
for Beveral years, to man out tho itn.i
auu retMirt to the legislature. Thla
report urrivetl a few days ago and
Senator Smith bill is drafted to
eonform to Ita provisions.
