Setting Thieves to Catch Thieves.
"Sot a thiof to catch a thief," has

been remodeled in Mexico to "Se't a
brigand to catch a brigand," and tho
catching haa been well done.

Prior to 187G, when Porflrlo Dinz
first became president, Mexico was
tho stamping ground for as relent-
less, blood-thirst- y cutthroats as over
cursed a land. Neither life nor prop-
erty woro Bnfo anywhere. Houses
were surrounded by high stono walls,
while haciendas, 'mines and factories
were turned into fortresses. Money
any vnluablos waited for transporta-
tion until sufficient had accumulated
to pay for a largo armed guard.
Llttlo wooden crosses by tho road- -
sldo marked tho spots whoro adven-
turous travelers had been stabbed
oi shot.

Dinz' plan was soon formed. Ho
summoned tho heads of tho robber
bands to moot him in tho capital,
granting to each safo conduct to go
and to return. "Mon," said ho, "I
know you nil and tho mombors of all
your bands nnd your every haunt.
I offer you your cholco of two things.
Tho first is, Join my nrmy.' I will
furnlBh you and your followers with
tho best horses the countrynffords,
hnndsomoly caparisoned; equip you
with tho host nmiB nnd ammunition
that can bo bought; pny you a regu
lar salnry equal to your present In
comes and promise you immunity
from pnBt crlmos nil on condition
that you obey my ordors Implicitly.
Tho jiltornntlvo Is rofuso my offer
and I will hunt you to death, for
Mexico must bo rid of robbors."

Tho robbors woro not long In
reaching a decision, but Blgncd tho
contract that mado them membors of
tho nrmy of tho .republic nnd so
tho rurnles woro born. Of nil tho
robbor chlofs who that day signed
tho ngrooment not ono proved rocro-n- nt

Their
ordors woro Blmplo: "Roduco your
districts to order nnd safoty. Thoro
aro to bo no trlnla, no roports; crim-
inals nro to bo burled whoro found,
but n smnll wooden cross may mnrk
tho spot." i
