The SBechohurle Repablican, June
6th, says: The cold weather and
Incek of sunshine which marked
woather conditions during the great-
er part of the past week rotarded
the growth of the vines, so that on
the first day of June the vines were
only nleely started up the poles
Many dead and weak hills are seen
in the older yards and predictions
are for a llght erop, based on pros-
ent conditions, Crops of 1906 whero
found In growers' hands are being
inquired for,

The Cobleskil Times, June 6th,
says: The cold weather Is affecting
hops, and the yards In this vicinity
are looking badly The cold weath-
er has damaged the weak hille,

The Malone Gazette, June Tth,
gays: Franklin county hop roots are
showing a more rapld growth during
the past week, owing to the warm
weather, but the erop is very back-
ward for this date In the season.
About the same condlition Is report-
od from the Centrad Noew York yards,

The Morriaville Leader, June 6th,
gays: The hop vine |l making com-
paratively slow progress. Many farm-
ers coniplaln that missing hills from
the recent severe winter are numer-
Ous, \ .

Unless unforseen oontingencies de-
valop the hop acreage trf the United
Siates In bearing this year will hard-
Iy reach last season's generous total,
American Agriculturist has  com-
pleted a carsful Inquiry Into the sit-
uatlon on the Pacifle coast and In
Now York. where the erop Ia  of
most importance, Setting aslde ex-
eoptions, 1t Is apparent that the tens
dency of an appreclable proportion
of growers, both Kast and What, is
to curtall rather than to extend op-
erntions, This attitude s attributs
able directly to the Jow pricgs ob-
talned for the 1906 crop. The dis-
content on the part of producers In
the Pacifie const states I8 more ap-
pasent than In New York, as there
1906 hops sold relatively much bet-
ter than did the crop In the far

West. However, at best, the Indus-
try In New York & no more than
holding its own, henco this anomal-
ous condition has no great bearing
on the couniry-wide nereage,
