School Girls

Now York, Aug. 29. School dayB

are rapidly approaching and moth-
ers of girls of school ago must soon
begin planning the wardrobes of
their young hopefuls.

Clothes aro as interesting to the
Btnall woman of tender years as to
her mothor, and she shows her feml-nin- o

qualities when sho demands
protty frocks for school as woll as
for dross occasions. It is woll to
so train her that tho work dress Is

of prlmo importance for her own
and for its effect upon

thoso with whom sho comes In con
tact. Certain principles should bo
Instilled Into her young mind by tho
unconscious method of the school
dross sorvlcablltty, neatness to a
fault, unassuming, quietness of col-

or and inntorlal and appropriateness
to tho occasion. Such lessons, onco
learned, will bo lasting. Tho' neat-
ly dressed llttlo girl of today will
bo tho neatly dressed woman of to-

morrow.
Tho constant domnnds for now

gnrmontB for tho children, occasion-
ed by tho dlfforont seasons, tholr
rnpld growth nnd tho hard usago
tholr clothing receives, mnko designs
for thorn wolcomo at nny tlmo of tho
yoar, but especially so at this time.
Tho best styles aro slmplo, but thoro
Is no limit to tho fineness of work,
materials or trimmings. Fashions
for llttlo girls do not chnngo very
much from yoar to yoar. For tho
oldor girls, of course, thoro aro many
mod I Hod forms nnd Into creations,
but tho snmo gonornl stylos with llt-

tlo individual touchos of originality
aro still clung to by sonslblo moth-
ers.

Drossos mndo of ginghams and
chnmbrnys both look well and wear
woll and aro very popular for school
woar. Tho plaid ginghams nro espe-

cially smart Just now, nnd nro usual-
ly trimmed with a plain color or
wlilto. Tho chambrnys, too, aro
usually rolloved with a llttlo wlilto
In tho nock-han- d and bIoovos. Plquo
Is ns fashionable as over for llttlo
womon, but on nccount of Its conrso-nes- s

It roqulros very simple handling
or It bocomos clumsy. Box plonts
aro tho host mentis of securing ful
ness.

For drossos for cortalu occasions
the now silks nro sultod for ehlldron,
whllo for tho very cool wonthor the
serges and lightweight woolens nro
vory satisfactory.

A llttlo dross that will bo satis-
factory for sohool woar was made
of flno mull chnmbrny and Irish or
oluny lace Insertion, It Is in two
pnrts. Tho under pnrt Is straight
and box-ploat- ed from tho low, square
nock. Tho only trimming is tho In-

sertion around the odgos of tho boll-shap- od

bIoovob. Over this Is slip-
ped tho uppor portion of tho dress,
which consists of two pnnols gradu-
ally wldonlng toward tho bottom, ono
In front and ono In the back. Thoso
pnnols nro outllnod by insortlons
which connect thorn by oxtondlng
over tho shouldors. A nbout tho
holghth of tho hips aro straps of
tho lnsortlon catching tho front and
bnok ponnls together. This llttlo
frook could be made up In novolty
goods with braid or galloon trim-
mings, Instoad of the lnsortlon. It
Is a modo that Is particularly fitted
for a school dross. Tho edges of
tho panels, tho straps and the sleeves
could then bo finished with button- -
holo scnllops Instoad of tho lace.

Another plain nnd servlconblo llt
tlo frook, sultod to school woar, is a
p'ald gingham, laid In box plonts.
Tho nock, cut out In n curved V
whapo, Is bordered with a band of
tho plain material, or may bo color
ed or white, Recording to the choice.
Ono side overlaps the other nt tho
front, where It is fastened with a
pearl button. From this a band ex-

tends straight down tho front to
tho belt, which fastens a little to ono
side with n button. The short, puff-
ed sleeves are gathered Into a lapped
aud buttoned cuff of the plain ma-torl-

A dark bluo, of gray or tan
would be suitable colors for tho
plaid when it Is to see servio in the
school room and on the play ground,
aud tho trimmings could bo of tho
same contrasting color or, If desjred.
of white.

A third llttlo dross allows of
groat oholco of materials for such
or afternoon woar, as woll as for the
school room. Belgo tussor was
chosen and this forms tho short
pleated Bklrt and belt. The broad
yoke collar was made of Insertions
of cluny lace, alternating with finely
tucked bands of tho tussor silk.
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Two pieces of Insertion, which form
tho sides of tho square yoke is fin-

ished with a rufllo of lace. Tho

under blouse, of soft white mull, has
cuffs of silk and lace. Another
good combination for this modol
would be China silk or moussollne
and lace, tho Bklrt being trimmed
to match tho collar. Then, again,
with somo materials the collar and
skirt could be of linen, tho collar
and straps being untrlmmed save

for stitching. It would look woll,
also, In pique, tho collar and straps
being all In ono pleco and simply
edged with button holo scallops.

Trimmings used for children's
dresses lucludo Valenciennes laco,
Insertion or edging, lnco or em-

broidered beading, embroldorod edg-

ing and Insertion, lavable ribbon
washablo braid, Porslan band

In washablo colors, and
hand embroidery In plain whlto
linen floss. Whon a dainty touch to
bolt or shoulder strnps Is desired,
tho small rosettes mado of baby rib-

bon aro attractive, aiding greatly In
enhancing tho gonornl effectiveness
of tho garment. Caro must bo ex-

ercised In choosing a color that will
harmonlzo with tho whole costume.

Mnny mothers still cling to tho
wash goods for all wlntor, and whon
It is rememborcd that ono can al-

ways thus mako such a frosh ap-

pearance nnd that hot water nnd
soap aro death to germs llkoly to bo
found In school rooms, such goods
would nppear to bo much hotter
than woolons that absorb tho death-
ly mlcrobos of disease. Whlto goods
woro novor displayed to a hotter ad
vantage, tho list Including India
llnon, Porslan lawn, Fronch lawn,
Florontlno bntlsto, dotted Swls.?,
jacquard novelties, gurcd muBlIns,
prlntod poplins, morcorlzcd figured
tissuos, Irish llnon nnd handkerchief
linen. All tho mntorialB mentioned
nro Bultablo for nftornoon woar, and
whero It is tho doslro of tho mother
to koop her llttlo dnughtor or son In
whlto tho Irish nnd butcher's linens
nro excellent materials for morning
wonr.

Tho colored materials aro morcor-
lzcd Madras, silk flushed glnghnms,
llnon nnd silk pongees, dimities,
figured percnlcs and self-color-

llnons. Thoso goods certnlnly sound
frigid for tho cold wonthor that Is
coming, but mnny use thorn, de-

pending on tho undorclothlng for
tho uocdod warmth and the outor
garments for outdoor wonr.
