so sunntngly dcslcnod to cut oft tho
scouts.

Warriors though thoy woro, whoso
stronghold was contOBtlng Just thnt
kind of ground, thoy could not stand
tho furious flro from tho boy lieu-

tenant's parly from tho point abovo,

tho flro In front and flank nnd thoy
broko away toward tho mystic Mel-hou- r,
