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NEW BASIS FOR TAX

PROPOSED TAX REFORM WOULD

SLVKE HOLDERS OP UNIM-

PROVED LANDS EITHER IM

PROVE THEM OR LET OTHERS

THE REFORM ASSOCIATION'S

AMENDMENT TO

The Oregon Tax Reform associa-
tion has filed Its proposed amend-
ment for tho election next Juno, hav-
ing Bovoral thousand more nnmos
signed than is required by law. To
show tho widespread interest takon
In tlils amendment it Is said that tho
names wero ens'liy secured through-
out the stato making it the strongest
petition ever filed.

This amendment is not based on
new or untried theorlos, but its prin-
ciples aro demonstrated to hove
truth and right in thorn. New Zon-lnn- d,

Mnnltobn and other Drlttsh
colonlos, havo for a numbor of yoar
exempted Improvomonta and porsou-- .
al property, and It has invariably
worked in tho Interests of tho pro
dticlng clasros in city or country.

Many of tho grontost Amorlcans
have endorsed tho princlplo which
this nmendmont nproachos. Among
them Senator La Follott, Govornor
Folk, Tom Johnson, Henry George
and Wm. Lloyd Gnrrtson. They be-

lieve in tho principle of raising tho
needed revenues for carrying on our
govornmont, and at tho Bamo time
discouraging land monopoly by tax-
ing land vnluos and franchises more
and exompting Improvements and
personal proporty in short what Is
commonly known as tho slnglo tax.

One hundred feet squnro sold in
Portland on Jnn. 22, for $SOO,000,
or n tho rnto of moro than $2,000,-000,00- 0

for CIO acres. Tho latter
amount Is nbout ten timos the assess-
ed value of tho farms of Oregon. Such
city vnluos, as wel las tho values of
railroad rights of way, Is made by
tribute paid by the producers of the
stote. This moasuro will shift tho
taxes mainly to alto values, such as
tin. above, not to ncroa.

Hut whoro a railroad holds mll-1'o- ih

of ncroa, this moasuro will hit
them so hard that it will bo intor-o-tln- g

to soe tho fight thoy will put
up against It. The fnrmors of this
county will certainly seo to It nindor
this law that ovory acre of land
grants Is assosod at least as high as
that of the Improved farms which
mnkos tho adjoining unusod laud
voluablo without tho ownors offorts,
This law goes on the princlplo that
If you wnnt to dlscourago the hold-
