4iiui which cannot bo nc
compllshed otherwise. Man Is a gro
garioua animal. His temper Is bet
ter wnen lie Is under tho glamour
or social Intercourse. When ho meeta
his neighbor and converses with
him, he ordinarily concludes him to
be a better person than he had be-
lieved. The presence of gathered
numbers and a general spirit of good
fellowship Incident to club associa-
tion, civilizes, humanizes nud har-
monizes. It is the touchstono of
lympathy and kindness. It Is the
heart of happy and helpful exis-
tence. It causes forgetfulness of
the dollar mark. It brushes away
the mercenary Impulse and substi-
tutes fraternity, Jt melts factional-
ism Into unionism. It teaches busi-
ness men that after all, they are not
enemies, but friends. It gives to
public movement solidarity not of
division. It focuses effort with a
unltedncHH that brings Inevitable re-

mits-. It Ih unllftlnir in Its overv In
fluence, tt Is a first and forenumt
factor In community progress. It
'nvolvos every essential that has
brought man up front primitive bnr-hnrls- m

to his present lofty position
on the earth because the Incentives
and factors of Invention and dis-
covery came out of the associations
of men through the various epochs.
It Is a master Inlluence for general
good, well worthy or the patronage
