FARMER SHOT

RY ACCIDENT SHOOTING OF X
WELL KNOWN REXTON COUN-
TY MAN -- DELL RAKER IS THE
VICTIM RALL ENTERED THE
RREAST IS IN SERIOUS COX-DITIO- N.

A, Soap Creek Special Bays: By the
accidental discharge of his own re-

volver, Dell Dnker, of Soap Creek
was shot through the body at halt
past seven o'clock, while returning
from a fishing trip to his Soap
Creek home. The ball entered his
left brenst n short distance below
the nipple, and pnssed out of tho
back, Whether.ln its course, the
bullet fortunately .followed a' rib, or
whether It passed directly through
the body, puncturing the lung on Its
way, is the problem with which, tho
doctors have been working up to
tho hour this is written. If ns is
Biispected, tho ball followed the htb,
the case Is not necessarily serious. If
on the other hand, It passed directly
through the body a far different
phase attends tho accident. Prob-
ing to nny considerable extent was
Impossible when tho doctors reached
the Injured man, and the truth as to
the courso of the ball had to be
left undetermined.

Tho accident hnppend while Mr.
Raker was returning to his Soap
Creek home from a fishing trip. Tho
little Eon of Frank Scnbrook hap-
pened fortunately to be with him.
Mr. Dnker cnrrled n revolver In his
pocket, and In passing along, ho
stopped to lay up the mils on n
fence. As he stooped to pick up a
rail, the revolver fell from his pock-
et, nnd in such n manner thnt It,, wns
discharged. With tho report of tho
wenpon Mr. Baker fell, wounded ns
described above'. The Seabrook boy
went at once to Lee Brown's for help
nnd from where doctors wore sum-

moned by telephone. Tho nccldont
happened at 7:30, nnd within u
short tlmo the physlclnns wero
speeding toward the Bcone in an au-

tomobile. Mr. Baker is a son of
T. C. Baker who lived for mnny
yenrB on his farm on Sonp Creek but
who has resided fdr tho past year
on Eighth between Jefferson nnd
Adnms In Corvnllis.
