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ENACTED

TWELVE

NEW LAWS

PEOPLE OF OREGON ADOPT
RILLS AND ACT ON APPROPRI-
ATIONS WITHOUT CONSENT OF
THE LEGISLATURE.

Twelve law9 and constitutional
amendment's enacted by the people
at thq election June 1, have been In
effect since Tuesday June 23, when
dovernor Chamberlain Issued a proc-
lamation declaring them to be a-p- art

of the law of tho state.
Taking thorn in the order that

they wore promulgated by tho sec-

retary of state, It will bo seen that
the tlmo for holding tho general
elections will now be on the first
Tuesday after tho first Monday In
November, Instead of tho first Mon-Mond- ay

In Juno. Consequently tho
next general election will be hold In
Novombor of 1910. By reason of
this change primary elections for the
nomination of stato and county of-

ficers will in tho future bo hold In
September, the primary law fixing
tho tlmo for holding the primaries at
tho 45th day boforo any general
olcctlon.

By vlrtuo of tjio same vote of
tho people tho unlvorslty of Orogon
Is Bafo In Its appropriation of $125,-00- 0

for 1907 and of tho samo
amount for each year thereafter.

It Is now'posslblo for all public
officials . who aro not doing their
duty under tho Inw and custom to
