Now It Is stated that one of the
chief reasons why men of eapital Jdo
not create for us a vast merchant
marine at the present time, Is becanse
they can find more lmoerative employ-
ment for thelr means In the stay-at-
home channels of commerce—In the
bullding of factories, the opening up
of new states, the erectlon of sky-
serapers, the construction of rail-
roads, the operation of banks and
mills and Ilfe insurance compalles,
and In a thousand other avenues of
creatlve wealth within our borders,
This statement alone should reduce
the problem to its simplest form and
tone out the dark spots in the pleture
of disaster which the yellow press
80 sedulously photographs for as,

80 long as we as a nation have a
protective tarif we cabnot hope to
compete with fres trade nations In the
carrying of trans-oceanie commerce;
and so long as our wealth and our
energlées may be better and more
profitably employed we do not care
to. This nation leads all others th-
day In the business of mpnufactur-
Ing. I'n the year 1905 we had fourtesn
billlon dollars invosted in this Indus-
try, for which we pald to our peo-
ple annual salaries in oxcess of three
and one half billlon dollars. Our
exports of foods and the raw prod-
ucts of eclothing are incomparably
larger than those of any other coun-
try., To the world's International
trade this country contributes one-
fifth of the wheat, one-fourth of the
hops, ofe-third of the corn, two-fiftha
of the meat., nearly one-half of the
oll cake and oll eake meals, almost
one-half of the tobacco, two-thirds of
the cotton and four-fifths of the col-
ton-seed oll, We ery ont agalnst the
government because the law W such
as to forbld Americans from purchas-
ing foreign bullt ships and operating
them under the Ameriean flag. But
rather would we proteet our ship-
bullders, together with all other lu-
ternal weanlth producers at the
present time, tham to undertake
the task of subdulng the world
in the matter of merchant ma-
rines. The ecreator of wenlth s of
more importance to any country than
the conveyor of It. The development
of the commerce of our Interlor s of
greater importance to us than: the
mere carrylng of goods to forelgn
porte.

ing tobacco In Its report. Clgareltes
