Work will bouln within n month on tiie San Diego nnd
Arizona raihond, accoiding to an announcement made by the
Sprockols company

The mad will connect with the Southern Pacific at Yuma,
150 miles east of San Diego.

It will run for a distance of 50 miles below the Hue in

Lower California, John D, Spreckols having secured the ne-qoss- nry

concossion from the Mexican government,
Besides the building of the railroad, tho company has se-

cured a large amount of land for depot and other purposes,
ru well as tide lands tor whnives which the company will
soon build,

At Chula Vista, a subuib of San Diego, on the southwest
shoie of the bay, thev will orect warehouses, roundhouses,
oil houses and tanks, machine shops, nnd storage and nu
torial shads.

The building of this road means much for the surroundinn
country.

It will doveolp one of the most fertile valleys in the noith-er- n

part of Lowor California, Valle de San Yskiro, and will
also pass through tho Imperial valley, the phenomenal growth
pf whose fertile lands is now w oil known to tho outside world.

Capitalists from all ovor the countiy, and moro especially
of tho Pacific const, havo been investing heavily in and
about- - Snn Diego since tho announcement two years ago that
the Sprockets Intorosts would build this line.

Mr, Harriman has alroadv sunk about a million and a
half on tho Drain and Coos Bay line,

Tho Coos Bay peoplo aro now organized to survey and
build a line out the other vay to Roseburg,

The Marshfield Chamber of Commerce held a meeting
Friday, April 30 and raised several thousand dollars for the
survey,

Men like Dr, McCormack, Henry Sengstacken, Dr, Mingus,
Wm, Grimes, and others will not stop with a mere survey.

Besides there is plenty of room and plenty of business for
another railroad out of Coos Bay to Roseburg,

Let Mr, Harriman in good faith go ahead and build the line

from Drain to Coos Bay.
Let the Coos Bay Boosters go ahead and build the line to

Roseburg,
The country is rich enough and there will be business

enough for both lines.
The four per cent had hotter be spent building a new

road out of the Coos Bay country.
Mr. Harriman's advisers overreached in asking that four

per cent.

Oregon is a state of wonderful possibilities, the wealthiest

of all in undeveloped resources, and her people have been
content in their lethargy, because life under the old condi-

tions was so easy,

The Hill line is an extension from Kingsley, the terminal pf
the Great Southern up the Deschutes to Bend and thence to
Klamath Falls, with a branch to Burns,

This great section of Central Oregon must eventually have
a short-cu- t railroad to CoosBay, which government engi-

neers have pronounced the only practical deep-se- a harbor for
warships between San Francisco and Puget Sound,

When these roads are constructed some of the richest ter-"ito- ry

in Oregon will be made accessible and homes provided
for millions of people,
