1v. 1t was moraily wrong o drive
people to saloons who preferred (o
thke thelr beverages with meals with
thelr friends and familles, which was
# decent custom nmong clvilized peo-
ple.

Mr. Hofer moved that the elty re-
corder notify the committee on ordi-
pances that under the rules of the
Ciwy councll they be required to re-
port the Bbill ot the next meeting.
