Ho
was ondonvorlng to dodgo n handful
of confottl bolng thrown nt him
when ho slipped off tho curb In tho
Hired path of n' rapidly moving auto
mobile. Ho was hurled several foot
and his skull was fractured. Ho Is
tit tho Contral Emergency hospital
and it Is'boltovod ho will not survlvo
his Injuries.

Shortly aftor midnight, Leon
Shnllnn, residing nt 2128 Mnrkot
street, was struck by a stanchion of
nn automobile which passed n Btroot
car from which tho man was loan-
ing outward through n window. His
skull wan fractured. Tho physicians
nt tho Contral Emorgcncy hospltnl
huvo hopes that ho will recover.

V. S. Hccklor, a sailor from tho
torpedo boat Preble, Is dying nt tho
Lnuo hospltnl. Ho wns crossing Mnr-

kot btroot, near Second street, whon
n mnrhlnu driven by Zeb Coltrlm
hit him nnd sont his body Into tho
guttor twonty feet nwny, fracturing
his Hkull, breaking thrco ribs nnd
Injuring him Internally.
