SPAIN GOOD LUMBER MARKET.

The American consul general at Bar-
celona, Spain, in a recent report says
that espevinl attention should be given
to the new lumber market in Spain
that is hound to be created immediately
upon the opening of the Panama cannl
to commercial traffic. The opportun-
ity will bo further increased upon the
establishment of a regular freight serv-
ice from the Pacific coast of the Unit
ed States to Spanish and Portuguese
ports by way of the isthmus.

1 no import lumber trade as it now
stands in Spain is in a flourishing con-
dition. Oregon and California woods.
particularly Oregon pine, are well liked
for their quality and especially for
their large sizes. Several consignments
have come to Spain, in renlity trans
shipments from France, England nnd
Germany, which puts the local quota-
tions for this lumber nt a high ficure
and renders it practically impossible to
compete always with the pitch pine
(long lent yellow lune) from the At
lantic and Gulf of .Mexico ports. Pitch
pine is extensively used in Spain and
Mould, it is stated, bo still further em
ployed had there not been disputes be
tween sellers and buyers ns to qunlity

r lots ordered, tins unfortunutelv has
led to a grnilunt rearrangement of con
ditions, so that now most importers
nuy through the lurge Spanish wood
brokers who gunrunteo fulfillment of
contracts nnd nllow a Rood portion of
the payment to stand over until the
goods hnve been received and approved.
Moreover, they ngree to the insertion
of a simple arbitration clause In .the
lumber contracts. At tho present time
only entire cargoes could profitably be
brought direct from United States ports
on tho Pacific to Spain. This would be
too considerable- nn undertaking regu-
larly for nny single importer with tho
existing high freights nnd would ren-
der a successful competition with pitch
pine impossible. When smaller lots ean
bo delivered direct, as is hoped will be
possible by tho opening of tho inter-orAini- e

waterway and consequent re-
duced freights, there will be a certain
increasing market for tho woods of the
Pacific const.
