Full roturns from the front have, thers-
fors, been awiited with great interost. We
have littla definite information as yet on
which to buse oy estimate, but senttering
ligures are encouraging. It will, of course,
not do to include in the catimate the large
number of wounded who have been left to
die on the battlefield, becnuse they have
been unable, in most canes, to reccive treat-
ment. The fighting has been so farlons and
so bitter at times that in most cnses nrmis-
tices anked for Lo recover the wounded have
been refused, and thousands have been al-
lowed to dio on the battlefield for lack of
removal or attention,” But for thoss who
liwve come under the oare of the surgeons
and the nursen the reports are most gratify.
