Count Di
Cellero, tho Italian ambassador to the
United States, called on Secretary of
State Bryan this afternoon and inform
ed him thnt Italy is ready to ratify
Bryun'B proposed "yenr of giaco"'
treaty betwea the United Stntes nud
Italy.

The treaty is one of a scrica of agree-
ments prepared by Secretary Bryan
wifli tho object of sustaining present
peaceful relations between th
Stntes and foreign nations, anl which
contained stipulations intended to gov-
ern the settlement of any possible dif-
ficulties between tho signatory nutii.ns.

Similar treaties with several oilier
countries already have been signed.
