Famous Umpqua River

Swimmer Is Drowned

Cas.ius Trask, himself the rescuer
of many a frightened swimmer, and
a mau whose courage never faltered
when other lives were in danger,
perished iu the South I'mp'pia

afternoon while his com-pu-
